- Let’s Talk Celery

and veg. This edition we turn our focus to celery as our
veggie of the month.

Celery is one of the best antioxidants and anti-
inflammatories you can find. It can also help lower
cholesterol and blood pressure and assist in controlling
diabetes. It's also low in calories if you are following a
healthy calorie controlled diet.

Detox Celery &
Orange Juice

Serves 4

Prep Time 10 mins

115 Kcal per serving

Carbohydrate 26.6g Protein 2.1g Fibre 6.5g

INGREDIENTS

6 medium carrots, peeled and chopped

4 sticks celery, peeled and chopped

600ml orange juice

For the garnish

Celery leaves

2 small sticks of celery, peeled and halved lengthwise

METHOD

1. Put the carrots, celery and half of the orange juice in a
juicer or food processor until smooth.

2. Check the consistency, and add the remaining orange
juice, blending again until smooth. Chill until needed.

3. Put into a glass and with half a stick of celery and a
few celery leaves.

Tips to Buy and
Store Celery

e Look for sturdy stalks and crisp leaves.

¢ Chop just before cooking to maintain the miraculous nutrients.

e Eat within five to seven days of purchase to enjoy maximum
nutritional benefits.

e Eat the leaves. Don't discard the leaves - that’s where celery has the
most calcium, potassium, and vitamin C. But because they don't
store well, consume celery leaves within a day or two of purchase.

Did You Know?

Celery was first used as a treatment for toothache,
insomnia, hypertension, anxiety and arthritis.
